Roscommon County Council may consider the development of further Low Cost Sites in Roscommon, which will be made available for sale to private individuals who wish to construct a dwelling house for their own occupation

Consideration will be given to persons in the following Categories:

(a) A person whose application for Local Authority Housing has been approved by the Local Authority.

(b) Tenants or tenant purchasers of local authority houses who wish to build a house for their own use and return their present house to the Local Authority.

(c) A tenant, for more than one year, of a house provided by a voluntary body under the Rental Subsidy Scheme & Capital Advance Leasing Facility Scheme who wishes to buy a private house and return his/her present house to the voluntary body.

(d) A member of a co-operative or non-profit housing group of which at least 75% of the members are either tenant/tenant purchasers or persons whose applications for local authority housing have been approved by the local authority.

(e) A person availing of a group or shared ownership project sponsored by a local authority or a building co-operative.

Please note that if your application is successful it will be necessary for the purchaser of a Low Cost Site to:
· Submit an application for planning permission within three months of the date of agreement.

· Commence development within twelve months of the date of the transfer of the site.
